Saskatchewan Crop Insurance offers 
unseeded acreage and establishment benefits

Spring seeding is underway for many producers across the province. 
Accordingly, Crop Insurance is reminding customers to keep June 20 

in mind for two important reasons – the Unseeded Acreage feature and 
establishment benefit for spring-seeded crops.

Crop Insurance customers who have endorsed crops under the multi-
peril insurance program can be confident that their investment is 
protected, in many cases before the first seed is in the ground. The 
Unseeded Acreage feature provides coverage of $50 per acre, on acres 
normally seeded and insured, but unable to be seeded by June 20 due to 
excessive spring moisture. 

Payments are determined using the customer’s individual historical 
seeding and insurance intensities. By using this calculation, Crop 
Insurance can ensure that the Unseeded Acreage feature compensates 
only for acres that are normally seeded, that producers who insure more 
are not disadvantaged and that the feature does not pay for acres never 
intended for insurance. A five per cent deductible is applied to quarters 
with acres too wet to seed. Once a claim has been paid, the payable 
acres are included as “seeded” when calculating the producer’s annual 
seeding intensity for the year.

The deadline to submit an Unseeded Acreage claim is June 25. 

In addition to the Unseeded Acreage feature, Crop Insurance also 
provides coverage for seeded crops that fail to adequately establish, or 
suffer significant damage to insurable causes, including damage caused 
by gophers. The cut-off for these types of claims is June 20.  

To be eligible for an establishment claim, a minimum of 10 acres, or 10 
per cent of a producer’s total acres seeded to the insurable crop, 
whichever is less, must have failed to establish. Depending on the type 
of crop insured, a producer may receive between $20 and $30 per acre.

Crops damaged before June 20 will be eligible for an establishment 
benefit only, even if the damage is reported as yield loss after this date. 
If you feel it is necessary to reseed or work down a portion of your 
insured crop prior to June 20, you must contact Crop Insurance 
immediately. An adjuster must inspect these acres before they are 
reseeded or destroyed.

If you choose to reseed, you may purchase insurance on the reseeded 
acres, even if the crop was not previously selected. To be eligible for 
insurance, you must abide by Crop Insurance’s seeding deadlines when 
reseeding the crop. 

The spring establishment benefit also applies to fall-seeded crops that 
were seeded by September 15, 2007, and insured for yield loss by March 
31, 2008. These crops must be inspected to determine if they qualify for 
an establishment payment of $20 per acre.

The establishment benefit is included as part of the multi-peril 
insurance program, but similar benefits are available for organic and 
forage producers. The Organic Reseeding Benefit enables customers to 
reseed organic crops that need to be worked under due to excessive 
weeds. The Forage Establishment Benefit Option provides coverage for 
establishment on eligible forage crops, such as alfalfa, alfalfa/grass, grass 
and red clover. Crop Insurance also offers coverage for establishment on 
crops insured under its Diversification Option.
